Learners Have Changed?

· use high-order thinking skills to solve complex problems 

· are proactive participants

· are demographically different

Who are your learners?

Learner-Centered Instruction

· The learner engages the various sources of potential information to gain insights into a problem and possible solutions.

· Teacher’s role shifts from information provider to guide and facilitator assisting learners in achieving their learning goals.

What is learning?

· A persisting change in human performance or performance potential brought about as a result of the learner’s interaction with the environment.

· Learning occurs when experience causes a relatively permanent change in an individual’s knowledge or behavior.

P – Planning

“Deciding what methods of instruction are best for bringing about desired changes in student knowledge and skills for a specific course content and a specific student population.”

I – Implementing

Orchestrating the instructional experience by following a proven instructional plan.

E – Evaluation

Examining both student learning (assessment) and the overall effectiveness, efficiency , and appeal of the instruction.

What is instruction?

The deliberate arrangement of learning conditions to promote the attainment of some intended goal.

What is instructional design?

The creation of a plan for developing instructional materials and activities that increase an individual’s learning. 

Aspects of Instructional Design
· Overall instructional plan—what to include and how to arrange the components;

· Various analysis techniques and methods that help determine both learners’ current skill levels and those needed to accomplish the task;

· A repertoire of methods, techniques, and activities that can be used to increase student learning;

· Strategies for sequencing instructional materials so that learners get the proper amount of information when needed;

· An emphasis on evaluation to ensure that the instructional materials and procedures resulted in students achieving the desired goals.
